Western Painted Turtles released near Abbotsford

In early September, our FWCP Coastal Region Manager, Julie Fournier, was present to see
the BC Conservation Foundation and Wildlife Preservation Canada release 19 Western
Painted Turtles in Silvermere. The one-to-two-year-old turtles are not captive-bred turtles,
but instead "head-started,” meaning the eggs were collected from the wild and the hatchlings
